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INTRODUCTION 
 

1. The Governor of Punjab has appointed Panjab University, Chandigarh to conduct a Common 

Entrance Test (C.E.T.) and centralized counseling for admission to B.Ed. course (academic 

session 2024-25) in the Colleges of Education located in Punjab state (Govt., Govt. Aided, 

Private Self-Financed Colleges), affiliated to the Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar, Panjab 

University, Chandigarh and Punjabi University, Patiala (vide Punjab Government Notification 

No. DPIHE-COLG0 790182/2024 dated 26-02-2024). 

 

2. The admission to B.Ed. programme in the Colleges of Education shall be made strictly on the 

basis of the relative merit of the candidates in the Common Entrance Test, subject to the 

availability of seats in a particular teaching subject combination and as per reservation policy of 

the Government of Punjab. 

3. All the candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. in the Colleges of Education in the state of Punjab 

have to register themselves on https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in 

4. Allotment of seats will be done merit-wise through online counselling (i.e. online seat allotment 

system). 

5. The admission will be purely provisional till the verification of all the documents of candidates by 

the allotted college. 

6. The Prospectus is subject to modifications/additions/deletions as may be considered necessary by 

the Panjab University. Panjab University reserves the right to revise, amend, update, or delete 

any part of this prospectus. Any change so made shall be updated on the Admission portal 

(https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in) and it shall become effective from the date it is posted on the 

admission portal. 

COURSES, INSTITUTIONS AND SEATS 

1. There are two types of B.Ed. programmes being offered by Colleges of Education, namely, B.Ed. 

General and B.Ed. Special Education. The duration of both B.Ed. General and B.Ed. Special 

Education is of two years (spread into four semesters). 

2. The course curriculum is available at the website of respective universities i.e. Panjab University, 

Chandigarh, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar and Punjabi University, Patiala. 

3. There are tentatively two hundred Colleges of Education offering B.Ed. General and only two 

Colleges of Education for B.Ed. Special Education. The list of Colleges of Education affiliated to 

three universities i.e. Panjab University, Chandigarh, Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar and 

Punjabi University, Patiala with number of seats have been appended at Annexure-I. The list 

may change as per the directions of DCDCs of concerned universities. 

 

4. The reservation in seats and relaxation in the qualifying marks in favour of the reserved 

categories shall be as per the policy of the Govt. of Punjab.

ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR ADMISSION 

a) i) Applicant must have obtained at least 50% marks in the Bachelor’s Degree including a 

graduation degree in engineering and technology (45% in case of SC, ST, BC candidates) or; ii) 

at least 50% marks in the Master’s degree in any stream (45% in case of SC, ST, BC candidates ) 

(Note: Where ever grades are awarded, the same would be converted into percentage as per rules 

of the University/Institution awarding the grades) 

b) Additional Eligibility Conditions 

i. Candidates should have passed Graduation/Post-Graduation in relevant subjects as admission in 

B.Ed. programme is subject-based. The candidate must have studied such subjects at 

graduation/post-graduation level based on which he/she would be offered two 

teaching/pedagogical subjects at the time of admission. 

ii. A candidate getting admission based on a post-graduate degree shall have to opt for one of the 

teaching subjects pursued by him/her at the Master’s level. 

Further, applicants who have appeared/appearing for the qualifying examination and whose results 

have not been declared, may provisionally apply and appear in the Common Entrance Test (CET). 

They shall become eligible for counselling for seat allotment only after they produce evidence of 

having satisfied the eligibility conditions as in a) and b) above. 

Applicants who fall in the category of result late (RL)/Re-evaluation/Compartment cases shall be 

considered if their results are declared before final counselling subject to availability of seats. 

Note: The minimum qualifying marks shall not automatically entitle a candidate to get admission 

to an institution. The candidate concerned is required to fulfill other institutional criteria notified 

by the institution concerned or by the Punjab Government/ University concerned from time to 

time. Online admission will be offered to only those candidates who will qualify for the Common 

Entrance Test and fulfill all the other conditions along with eligibility for specific subject 

combinations. 

QUALIFYING MARKS IN ENTRANCE TEST AND MERIT LIST 

 

1. As per the Punjab Govt. notification, only those candidates will be eligible for admission in colleges 

of Education, for those who have qualified Common Entrance Test (CET). The minimum Qualifying 

marks in the Common Entrance test will be 25% (for SC/ST candidates, minimum marks will be 

20%). 

2. Merit lists will be prepared based on the marks obtained in the Common Entrance Test and admission 

will be offered based on the rank in the merit lists. Quota-wise and Category-wise Merit lists will be 

prepared. 

3. While calculating merit, credit of 1% (one percent) of maximum marks will be given to candidates 

seeking admissions under the 85% category (Punjab Quota), which have passed their 10th and 12th 

class examinations from schools situated in rural areas of Punjab. For this, they will have to submit a 
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certificate issued by the Head/Principal of the school stating that the student has passed 10th and 12th 

class from his schools and that the school falls in a rural area. The certificate should be 

countersigned by the Sarpanch of the village (Annexure-II). The candidates are required to submit 

the rural area certificate with a copy of the printout of their Online Application Form to Assistant 

Registrar, CET Cell, Aruna Ranjit Chandra, Hall, Panjab University, Chandigarh-160014 by 

registered post/speed post or by hand on or before 25-07-2024 upto 4:00 PM. 

4. When two or more candidates have secured equal marks in the Common Entrance Test their interest 

merit for admission will be decided on the following criteria: 

a) Candidate with a higher percentage of marks in the qualifying degree (Graduation only). 

b) Candidates older in age shall rank higher in the order of merit. 
 

DIVISION OF SEATS 

a)  The number of seats available in different colleges has been given in Annexure-I. The 

candidates are advised to go through the list as well as the websites of the colleges in which 

they are interested to take admission. 

b)  85% of seats will be reserved for Candidates from within the State of Punjab and 15% of 

seats will be open to candidates of other States/U.Ts on the basis of merit of CET prepared on 

All India basis excluding Punjab. The eligibility criteria for 85% seats will be that the candidate 

must be a resident of Punjab State in terms of the Punjab Government, Department of Personnel 

and Administrative Reforms (PP-11Br.) letter No. 1/3/95-3PP-11/96 19, dated 6th June 1996 and 

letter No. 1/3/95-3PP-11/80, dated 1st January 1999. 

c)  Management Quota: 15% of the seats out of 85% state quota seats in un-aided private self- 

financing institutions shall be treated as management quota seats and shall be brought out of the 

purview of centralized counseling to be conducted by the University. 

d)  If a sufficient number of candidates belonging to reserved category/ categories are not available, 

the vacant seats will be offered to candidates in the open category. Likewise, if seats under the 

15% category remain vacant, these would be transferred to the 85% category and vice-versa. 

Further, if suitable candidates are not available in any one of the sub-categories of reserved 

categories, the seats so available will be filled up by the candidates from the other sub-categories 

and if they are not available in any sub-category, then seats shall be filled up from general/open 

category candidates. 

e)  Seats up to 70% of sanctioned intake at Malwa Central College of Education for Women, 

Ludhiana shall be reserved for rural women candidates who are bona fide residents of the State 

of Punjab.

He/she will be admitted 

to the college on the basis of merit for his/her category in the respective subject, provided he/she 

fulfills the pre-requisite eligibility conditions. 

6. Candidates who have appeared for the qualifying examination and whose results have not been 

declared may be provisionally allowed to apply for Common Entrance Test at their own risk and 

responsibility but they shall become eligible for counseling only after they have produced the 

evidence of having satisfied the above-said conditions on the date of counseling.

3. The candidates who have passed additional subjects at the graduation level can opt for only 

those teaching subjects, the marks of which are taken into account to calculate the percentage of 

marks at the graduation level. 

Graduates/ postgraduates may opt for two teaching subjects –one is 

the pedagogy of commerce and the other shall be the pedagogy of 

economics/mathematics/anyone language i.e. pedagogy of English/Hindi/Punjabi/Sanskrit.

Important Instruction: It is the sole responsibility of the concerned college to check the eligibility, 

category, rural claim and subject combinations as per the Punjab Govt. /University/NCTE norms and 

point out any discrepancy to the Coordinator immediately. 
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ALLOTMENT OF SEATS TO COLLEGES 

 

There will be two counselling sessions for admission and the whole process of counselling shall be 

completed within one month. The shifting of seats will be allowed during the second counselling only. 

o The admission to all seats belonging to different subjects in the colleges of Education will be done as 

per the norms laid down by the N.C.T.E as per clause 3.1 of appendix-IV of its Gazette Notification 

dated 28.11.2014. The subject combination will be decided by the Admission Committee constituted 

by the Panjab University Chandigarh. 

o In the first instance, counseling of All India category will be held. The seats falling vacant in the All 

India category will be converted into 85% state category. Then counseling for science subjects will 

be held. The seats falling vacant in the Science category will be converted into the Arts category. 

After that, the counseling will start for the Arts category. 

o If sufficient number of candidates belonging to reserved category/ categories is not available, the 

vacant seats will be offered to candidates in the open category. Likewise, if seats under the 15% 

category remain vacant, these would be transferred to the 85% category and vice-versa. Further, if 

suitable candidates are not available in any one of the sub-categories of reserved categories, the seats 

so available will be filled up by the candidates from the other sub-categories and if they are not 

available in any sub-category, then seats shall be filled up from general/open category candidates. 

o In counseling, only the major subject would be allotted by the University. The minor subjects would 

be allotted by the college. Allocation of seats does not mean confirmation of admission. The 

admission will be confirmed by the college concerned after checking and verification of documents, 

which shall be the responsibility of the college. 

o In case seats remain vacant after the final round of counseling the same would be filled as per 

guidelines from the Punjab Government from the candidates who qualify the Common Entrance Test. 

o The management quota seats will be filled only after the second counseling is over as per the notified 

schedule. 
 

ADMISSION GUIDELINES 

 All the candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. have to apply online at B.Ed. admission portal 

https://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in. No application form submitted by post/by hand will be accepted and 

the candidatures of such candidates will stand automatically rejected. Such candidates will have 

no claim whatsoever. 

 Admission will be done strictly in accordance with Notification of Punjab Government, 

regulations of N.C.T.E. and conditions of concerned Universities. 

 Candidates may apply for B.Ed. General or/and B.Ed. Special Education. Those who will apply 

for a single programme i.e. either B.Ed. General or B.Ed. Special Education, they have to pay a 

registration fee of Rs. 2900/- (Rs. 1450/- for SC/ST/PwD) and those who will apply for both i.e. 

B.Ed. General as well as B.Ed. Special Education, they have to pay the registration fee of Rs. 

5500/- (Rs. 2750/- for SC/ST/PwD). This fee includes the Entrance Test Fee and Counseling 

Fee. This fee will be non-refundable and non-transferrable.

EXAMINATION RELATED INSTRUCTIONS 

 

1. The result of the Entrance Test shall, ipso facto, not entitle a candidate to get admission in an 

institution/ department/center concerned where he/she intends to seek admission. It will be the 

responsibility of the candidate to make sure about his/her eligibility and fulfilment of such 

other conditions as may be prescribed for admission in the rules and regulations of the 

University/Institution concerned. Merely because a candidate is allowed to appear in the 

Entrance Test does not mean that he/she is eligible and his/her appearance therein will not stop 

or debar the University/Institution concerned from satisfying itself about his/her eligibility at 

any subsequent stage. 

2.  Notwithstanding anything contained in this booklet, the eligibility conditions for admission to 

the B.Ed. The course shall be governed by the respective Regulations/rules as enshrined in the 

Calendars of the respective Universities, i.e., Panjab University, Chandigarh; Punjabi 

University, Patiala and Guru Nanak Dev University, Amritsar. Instructions/Notifications issued 

by the Punjab Government and N.C.T.E. (National Council for Teacher Education), Guru 

Nanak Dev University, Amritsar, Panjab University, Chandigarh and Punjabi University, 

Patiala. 

3. The Entrance Test will be held on 04/08/2024 (Sunday) from 10.30 a.m. to 1.00 p.m. 
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4. There will be one paper of 150 marks containing five parts (Part A to Part E). 

5. There will be no negative marking. 

6. The candidate has to report at the Test Centre at least one hour before the start of the test. 

7. The doors of the Examination hall/rooms will be opened half an hour before the 

commencement of the examination to admit the candidates. Candidates must be in their seats 

15 minutes before the start of the test. 

8. Each candidate has been issued an Admit Card for entry to the Examination centre. The 

candidates shall beadmitted only on production of the same. No candidate shall be allowed to 

take the Entrance Test without the production of an Admit Card under any circumstance. 

9. Candidates must occupy only the seats allotted to them. 

10. No candidate shall be admitted to the examination centre beyond 15 minutes from the time 

ofcommencement of the examination. 

11. Special arrangements for amanuensis (writer of answer): 

 A candidate may be allowed the help of an amanuensis (writer) if he/she is: Blind Or 

 Permanently disabled from writing with his/her own hand Or 

 Temporarily disabled from writing on account of fracture of the right or left arm, forearm or 

dislocation of a shoulder elbow or wrist etc. 

The candidate shall produce a certificate from a Professor of the speciality concerned of a 

Medical College and where there is no Medical College, from the Chief Medical officer of 

the district concerned to the effect that the candidate is unable to write his/her answer books 

because of the temporary disablement. 

12. Extra time will be given to the visually handicapped/Persons with Disability (PWD). 

13. The candidates shall be required to answer the questions only on the OMR sheet provided for 

the purpose, strictly as per instructions given on the title page of the question booklet and 

OMR sheet. 

14. There will be four response options for each question i.e. A,B, C, and D out of which only 

one is correct. The candidate shall fill only one of the bubbles marked A or B or C or D 

against the relevant question using a Black ball pen in the OMR sheet. 

15. For making answers, use a Black pen only. The shading should be dark enough and should fill 

the bubble completely so that the letter/number inside it is not visible. 

16. The candidates must bring their stationery items such as Black Gel Pen. Borrowing of 

material inside the Test Centre is strictly prohibited.

hall.(“Expulsion” for this purpose would mean cancellation of the Entire Entrance Test). 

The Centre Superintendent/Observer/any other authorized University Officer/Official shall 

be competent to expel a candidate from the examination centre. 

26.  If any Answer Sheet of a candidate shows or it is otherwise established that he/she has 

received or attempted to receive help from any source in any manner or has given help or 

attempted to give help to any other candidate in any manner, the relevant Answer Sheet 

shall be cancelled. The decision of COE, Panjab University, Chandigarh in this regard 

shall be final. 

27.  If a candidate writes his/her name or puts any kind of identification mark or discloses 

his/her identity by any method whatsoever on the Answer Sheet, the same shall be treated 

as cancelled. The decision of the Controller of Examinations, Panjab University, 

Chandigarh in this regard shall be final. 

28.  Any person, who impersonates a candidate, shall be disqualified from appearing in any 

University examination for five years including this Entrance Test, if that person is a 

candidate on the rolls of a recognized School or College or University. But if the person is 

not on the rolls of a recognized School or College or University, he/she shall be declared as 

a person not fit and proper to be admitted to any examination of the University for a period 

of 5 years. The case, if necessary, shall also be reported to the police for any further action 
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in the matter. 

29.  If it is found that a candidate has knowingly or willfully concealed or suppressed any 

information/fact which renders him/her ineligible to take the Entrance Test, his/her result 

of the Test and also admission to the Institution/Department/Centre of the University, if 

granted, shall stand cancelled and he/she shall have no claim whatsoever against the 

Institution/Department/Centre concerned and the case, if necessary, shall be reported to the 

police. 

30.  If a dispute or controversy of any kind arises before, during or after the conduct of the 

Entrance Test, the decision of the advisory committee constituted by the Vice Chancellor, 

in all such cases, shall be final. 

31.  The candidates shall be admitted to the test only on the production of the Admit Card 

along with a photo Identity card/proof at the Test Centre. No candidate shall be allowed to 

take the test without the Admit Card under any circumstances. The candidates must 

retain the Admit Card with them till the admission process is over since it will be 

required again at the time of counseling. 

32.  The Admit Cards will be issued to the candidates only provisionally, at their sole risk and 

responsibility subject to the final confirmation of their eligibility at the time of admission. 

It is further clarified that the candidates shall be taking the test at their own risk and 

responsibility as far as their eligibility is concerned and the University shall, in no way, be 

responsible if they are found to be ineligible, later, leading to cancellation of their result or 

any other consequence(s) emanating from the same. 

33. The result of the Entrance Test will be made available at htpps://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in 

34.  The candidates can file their objections regarding discrepancies and accuracy of the key, 

by e-mail to pbbedadmissions@pu.ac.in The valid concerns thus expressed will be given 

due consideration during the evaluation. 

35. There shall be no re-evaluation/re-checking/re-assessment of answer sheets under any of 

the circumstances. The evaluation once done by the University shall be absolutely final. 

CONFIRMATION OF SEAT IN COLLEGE 
 

Candidates who have been allotted seats through the online process shall report at the allotted 

college as per the schedule mentioned on the website. 

Step I: Verification of Documents 

The college will verify the following original documents of the candidate and the candidate is 

required to carry original documents along with one photocopy of those documents:

*For rural area candidates, the college will check the certificates of 10th and 10+2 classes and a rural area 

certificate counter signed by the District Education Officer for schools affiliated to the State Board and 

counter-signed by the Sarpanch for CBSE/ICSE Schools. 

The rural area credit of 1% of the maximum marks of the C.E.T. exam will be given to the eligible candidates 

in the rural area of Punjab only. 

Most Important Note: It is the sole responsibility of the concerned college to check the eligibility, 

reserve category, rural claim and subject combinations as per the Punjab Govt./Concerned 

University/NCTE norms. If the candidate is found eligible, the college will follow the laid down 

procedure for admission of the candidate. 

Step II: Payment of Fees & Funds: 

After confirming the eligibility of the candidate, the college will ask to pay 50% of the fee for the 

first semester at the time of admission. The admission will be confirmed after payment of the fee in 

that particular college. 

 The fee and funds structure in private self-financed colleges of education will be according to the 

instructions issued by the Government of Punjab. 

 The colleges shall charge only 50% of the fee for the first semester at the time of admission. 

 The concerned college shall have to inform in advance whether staying in the hostel is compulsory 

or not and if yes what are the hostel charges inclusive of rent, mess charges etc. 

ADMISSION TO MANAGEMENT QUOTA SEATS 
 

i. In pursuance of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India’s Judgement in T.M.A Pai Foundation and 

others versus State of Karnataka and others and in view of the interim Policy Regulations 

Notification, dated 10th June 2003 issued by the University Grants Commission, 15% of the seats 

out of 85% state quota seats in un-aided private self-financing institutions shall be treated as 

management quota seats and shall be brought out of the purview of centralized counseling to be 

conducted by the University. 

ii. The University shall exclude the management quota seats (showing the subject combination) from 

the centralized counseling and accordingly publish the details of these seats (institute-wise) 

provided by the respective institutes. 

iii. It is mandatory for all the candidates seeking admission in B.Ed. course in any college of 

education in the state of Punjab for any quota for the academic session 2024-25 to get him/her 

registered on the admission portal htpps://punjabbed.puchd.ac.in. Registration for management 
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quota seats will be open after the second counseling, especially for those who want to apply 

against Management Quota. 

iv. Without online registration at this portal, he/she will not be eligible to seek admission to B.Ed. 

programme in any institute. 

v. The seats under the management quota shall be filled up by the concerned college in the following 

manner:- 

 The management quota seats will be filled up only after the allocation of the second 

counseling is over as per the notified schedule. 

 Each institute duly authorized by the University, conducting the counseling, shall publish an 

advertisement, mentioning the name of the institute and seats against subject-wise combinations 

offered, in two leading newspapers (i.e. one in English and one in the Punjabi Language). On the 

last day of the second counselling and may repeat this advertisement subsequently. 

 The Management of the Institute shall fill up management quota seats on the basis of a merit list 

of applicants who had applied in pursuance to an advertisement as stated in 3(b) above through 

its counseling in a transparent manner. 

 There shall be no reservation, in respect of the prescribed management quota seats. 

 The concerned college shall have to inform in advance whether staying in the hostel is 

compulsory or not and if yes what are the hostel charges inclusive of rent, mess charges etc. 

 The basic eligibility criteria regarding educational qualification etc. shall remain the same as 

printed in the Brochure/Prospectus and as prescribed by the respective university. 

 No college will be allowed to give any advertisement in the newspapers regarding admission 

before the second counseling is over. If any college is observed to flout this rule, the 

admission committee will have the right to cancel the admission process of that college. 

 

In the event of any difference in the interpretation between this Prospectus and Rules of Admission 

for B.Ed. 2024, the matter shall be referred to Advisory Committee constituted by the Vice 

Chancellor, Panjab University, Chandigarh, whose decision shall be final.
